If Member Clubs are going to 
continue to hold races for us, they must have 
volunteers step up and fill these important posi-
tions.  IRDC has the most licensed drivers of 
any club in Conference and I encourage all driv-
ers/members to contact their clubs to find out 
what you can do to help.

At the Portland race in June, we will be using 
the newly redesigned chicane configuration.  It 
is reported to be about 1 second per lap faster 
than before and I’m sure it is going to be inter-
esting for both the drivers and our Race Stew-
ards.  This means ICSCC drivers get to race on 
the new chicane before the CART drivers come 
to town.  Plus you’ll want to be the first to set a 
new track record!  
 
For those who don’t read the “Drivers Forum” on 
the Conference website (www.icscc.com), you 
may be unaware of a potential new racetrack.  
Pacific Motorsports Management Inc. (PMMI) 
has purchased 436 acres near the Central Ore-
gon town of Grass Valley.  PMMI has also ob-
tained the necessary zoning changes required 
to build a racetrack.  The next important step in 
the process will be securing the crucial financing 
or investors to fund the project.  PMMI is a 
group of racers and Team Continental members 
dedicated to sports car racing.  Good luck gen-
tlemen, and we all look forward to racing in 
beautiful Central Oregon in the near future.

I.R.D.C. EVENT SUPPLEMENTAL REGULATIONS 
 
 

 1.    Open to cars eligible under I.C.S.C.C. and S.C.C.A. current regulations. 
 2. There will be no starting of any race engines prior to 9:00 a.m. 
 3. No class changes after 1:00 p.m. on Saturday. 
 4. Drivers are responsible for properly and completely filling out their entry registration form(s). 
 5. Multiple Entries:  A driver entering the same car in more than one event shall indicate on each entry form whether the 

entry is for the driver’s “primary” or “additional” event.  If the entries are oversubscribed for a particular event (entries 
exceed the number of cars allowed on the track) drivers and cars entered as an “additional” event will be restricted 
from participating, on a first come, first served priority based on the date the entries are received, in order to allow 
participation by all drivers and cars for whom the event is their primary event including novices upgrading to a 
championship event on that week-end. 

 6. Consumption of alcoholic beverages is NOT allowed at any time during the racing event, except in the area covered 
by the liquor permit issued by the Washington State Liquor Control Board.  The time and location is a condition of 
operation of the track and is enforced by track officials, ICSCC, and IRDC officials or law enforcement authorities.   

 7. All Entrants shall present at tech inspection empty, sealable, container(s) marked with driver’s name and car 
number, capable of holding 2 gallons of liquids.  These are to be used to remove all oil, cleaners, brake fluid, etc., 
from P.R.  Anyone caught dumping oil at the raceway will be fined and banned from Pacific Raceway.  There will be 
a $10.00 per tire charge imposed by the track for the disposal of tires. 

 8. Damage to the track, grounds or buildings, regardless of cause, will be charged to the driver responsible.  Any 
damage to any equipment or devices utilized by the sanctioning body (ICSCC) or sponsoring club (IRDC) to conduct 
this race, regardless of cause, will be charged to the driver responsible. 

 9. NOISE RULE I.C.S.C.C. 1112 enforced!  103db @ 50 ft.  No exceptions. 
10. All persons in pre-grid or in racing hot pits shall wear long pants, shirts that cover their shoulders and no open-toed 

shoes during all practices, qualifying and races. 
11. A Minor Release form is required for ALL minors upon entry to the track (NO EXCEPTIONS).  Minors must be under 

direct supervision of an adult at all times. No minors under 18 years of age, are allowed in the hot pits or pre-grid.  
Operation of any type of wheeled transportation (bikes, scooters, motorcycles, skateboards, skates, etc.) is 
forbidden for anyone under the age of 16 years. 

12. All cars will be off trailers for tech inspection. 
13. There will be no refunds on prepaid pit passes. 
14. Driver must appear in person at registration to add a crew member to the list on their registration form. 
15. All participants are required to have and display at all times the appropriate pit, crew, guest, or worker pass issued 

for this event.  Passes are required for reentry to Pacific Raceway during this event. 
16. No overnight camping at the track on Sunday night without the consent of P.R. management. 
17. There will be no refueling in the grid area unless accompanied by a fire extinguisher and operator. 
18. No motorized tow or support vehicles allowed on pre-grid unless authorized by the Grid Marshall or Race Chairman.  

Support vehicles behind pre-grid must be parked along the fence 
19. No open fires are allowed in the paddock, pre-grid or within the track in-field. 
20. All gates are locked at 11:00 PM Friday and Saturday nights.  The main gate will open at 7:00 AM. 
21. Only one support vehicle or trailer is allowed in the pits per competition car. 
22. There will be no saving of pit or paddock areas except as required by I.C.S.C.C. regulations with exception of Novice 

License director or by Race Chairman for cause. All other pit and paddock areas are on a first come, first served 
basis.  Violators of this regulation can be subject to disqualification. 

23. The length of scheduled events may be altered by the Race Chairman due to emergency conditions beyond the 
control of I.R.D.C. personnel. 

24. I.R.D.C. reserves the right to refuse entry to this event to anyone. 
25. Line formation to enter the track on Friday afternoon shall start at the main registration booth.  The waiver sheet 

must be signed prior to entry into the pits on Friday. 
26. No bicycles, scooters, or walking allowed on the access road adjacent to the main straight from the paddock to pre-

grid.  This is a P.R. rule. 
27. King County bicycle helmet laws are enforced at P.R. – anyone operating a bicycle or scooter is required to wear 

a helmet.  No motor vehicles allowed in the infield except for race workers. 
28. Pets must be leashed at all times and owners are responsible for cleaning up animal waste. 
29. All in-car timing system transmitter beacons will be placed at a marked location as defined by the Race Chairman.  

All  transmitters outside of the specified area will be confiscated and retained by the Race Chairman. 
30. Turn 1 / Pit Out blend line violators will be dealt with by the Race Steward.

Steward’s Soapbox 
 

 
As I write this, I’m supposed to be loading the car with the tools of Conference Stewardship: scales, fuel 
testing equipment, sound meters, roll cage stamps, and incident reports.  Art and I are meeting this af-
ternoon in preparation for the start of the 2005 ICSCC Championship Season, to dole out duties, re-
sponsibilities and objectives.  We’ll be planning who’s doing what, when, and how often.  For a moment 
I think about the fact that none of these devices are really used to help the Conference driver and family 
have fun during a race weekend.  Nope, we haul these items from one track to the next to help protect 
drivers from themselves, and discourage competitors from cheating.  Sounds a little silly, doesn’t it?  
Cheating friends, taking unnecessary risks, all in pursuit of a $10 piece of trophy plastic?  
 
I think Conference has one of the best safety records going in amateur racing and certainly the drivers 
here are as good, and as competitive, as any you’ll find anywhere in the world.  I think that’s part of the 
draw to ICSCC: someone can come out and feel confident that they can trust those around them, on 
the track and in the paddock.  I’ll make you a deal – just for the exercise, we’ll volunteer to continue to 
move these heavy and awkward items around to the different facilities – and you do your very best to 
make as many events as possible with a focus on safety and the safety of those around you.  And seri-
ously think about how much fun the weekend becomes when you experience close and legitimate com-
petition, when you earn that trophy or championship jacket.

A Glimpse Between the Covers 
 
The least used item in most racers’ kit is the rule book, which may be a good thing - if folks are 
getting along without needing it, that says a lot about their sportsmanship and common sense.  
But many people put a lot of time and thought (and argument and exasperation and coffee and 
beer and profanity) into those rules, so by way of recognition occasionally one or two of them are 
highlighted in the Memo.  This issue we look at Technical and Safety Inspections and Medical 
Exam forms for licensing.  
 
E/C 1101. Presentation For Inspection 
 

A. A full and complete technical and safety inspection may be performed on each 
vehicle annually. Member clubs may hold special tech dates at any time throughout 
the season. Upon completion of the annual tech, the logbook shall be stamped with 
an official stamp noting the vehicle has passed. Inspections thereafter for each 
event during the annual period shall consist of reviewing the drivers personal gear 
and vehicle logbook. SCCA annual inspections will be accepted. If all these are in 
order, a tech sticker will be issued for that event. Throughout the racing season the 
tech crew shall have the right to perform spot inspections in the pits or paddock at 
any time during posted tech hours. Also, the last championship group of the day, 
based on the rotation schedule, will be scheduled for mandatory tech inspection at 
each race. Notice will be given with the race announcement which group is 
scheduled for inspection at that race. The tech inspection rotation will be 
coordinated through the Steward.

E C. Applicants must satisfactorily pass the prescribed physical examination within six months preceding 
the license application being received by the License Registrar. This will be entered by the physician on 
the proper form and submitted to the License Registrar. Submission of a duly-processed physical examina-
tion form must accompany the renewal application every two years.  Every year the applicant must submit 
a Medical History form with his/her application. Conference may require an applicant for a competition li-
cense or renewal of same to be examined for a specific condition by a designated physician.
